OSHA compliance for cranes and derricks is
found at 29 CFR part 1926.550.

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If it's your first time in Vegas you will definitely be in awe as you enter the Land of Oz. The Hotels, the Crowds and
Prices are gigantic. First of all, don't let yourself be intimidated while gaming or going to a fine restaurant, everyone else
is in the same boat with you and if they aren't you'll never see them again.

At the airport you wil!/ |l eave your gate and get on a tram

After claiming your luggage go out any door that has shuttle and cab service. Shuttles leave about every 10 minutes.
The cost is $11.00 round trip (best deal). Call 24 hours before you leave to arrange for a pickup. They will pickup roughly
2 1/2 hours before departure.

Cabs start their meters at $3.30 plus the amount of passengers @ $1.00 plus mileage. By the time you reach your hotel it
will be as much as the roundtrip shuttle.

Getting around "The Strip" is easy, get in a crowd and let them push you where you want to go. If you do not have com-
fortable shoes take the Monorail. You can get from one end of the Vegas Strip to the other within 15 minutes.

The cost is $5.00 for a single ride or $9.00 for a double. There are many other possibilities depending on your use or
length of stay. Most hotels have route maps and rate guides available for your use; ask as you check in. Most impor-
tantly, the monorail stops at the convention center.

The rail runs from 7:00am to 2:00am daily and 3:00am on weekends.

Check with your hotel and see what they offer in your room for your use. Two things to look for are a safe and a small
coffee pot. The safe is of obvious use but if you like your coffee when you are getting ready for the day you best be pre-
pared. I recently stayed at Caesar's Palace and coffee was about one half mile away (at the least) and $4.00 a cup.

This makes for a good morning grump in most of those craving caffeine.

Bring snacks along in your carry on luggage. Hotel costs are out of control and there are not a lot of places to buy on the
Strip.

Ligquid refreshments are always at hand in the casinos. When going site-seeing, do not be afraid to buy from street ven-
dors selling water at $1.00 a bottle it's the best buy in town.

There is a ton of "Top Name" entertainment during the month of June. Call or email your hotel for their lineups. Those
staying at the Hilton | recommend seeing the "Schintas", a fantastic cabaret group with a long time local following.

Some performers that will be in town are: Cher, Bette Midler, Elton John and regulars Penn and Teller.

Be careful gaming! What you take to spend in Vegas stays in Vegas and more................... !

Oh, and don't forget the weather, GREAT!

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-~ NI OSH Accepting Comments Until June

June 1 is the new deadline for stakeholders to comment on NIOSH's Personal Protective Equipment for
Healthcare Workers Action Plan, a 66-page document intended to help guide the effort to get the nation's 14
million health care workers ready for an influenza pandemic. A notice sent Friday and signed by Les Boord,
director of the agency's National Personal Protective Technology Laboratory, announced the extra time.

The plan (www.cdc.gov/niosh/review/public/129/pdfs/Ittr022208.pdf) was devised after an Institute of
Medicine panel determined in 2006 that there is an urgent need to address the lack of preparedness for PPE to
be used during a pandemic. The SARS episode in 2003 had already demonstrated the importance of protecting
health care workers during mass disease outbreaks, and this was part of the reason for the IOM panel's three
overall recommendations: 1) understand influenza transmission, 2) commit to workers' safety and appropriate
use of PPE, and 3) innovate and strengthen PPE design, testing, and certification.

Training and education will be part of the process of preparing adequately. As the action plan points out, ter-
minology and standard protective gear are at odds in the U.S. medical field and the occupational safety field.
To medical personnel, respirators are mechanical breathing devices that aid a patient after endotracheal intu-
bation, but in safety respirators are worn device that protect against specific hazardous substances. Medical
masks are loose-fitting and provide only limited protection. Health care workers will have to be educated
about the use and role of respirators, the report says.
