Because of the extremely small particle size of nanomaterials, they exhibit properties that are not
necessarily consistent with macro-sized particles. Nanomaterials can cross previously impenetra-
ble barriers and are at once more reactive and more controllable than other-sized particles. The
possible health, safety and environmental implications of these materials, both positive and nega-
tive, can easily exceed those generated by traditional materials.

At the current time, there are approximately 500 products incorporating nanomaterials being manu-
factured and marketed worldwide. Nanotechnology includes an extremely broad range of technol-
ogy, materials and products that it is difficult to grasp its implications for health and safety.

This presentation will attempt to clarify the promise of this emerging technology, and look at some
of the potential risks faced by both the workforce and the public at large. We will look at the dark
side of nanotechnology, and spotlight some of the difficulties scientists, health professionals and
regulators are facing as they try to develop meaningful and significant controls for a very broad-
spectrum technology.
