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Allan Kaufman, Speaker  

Our speaker this month is Allan Kaufman.  He is the EHS Specialist, and Fleet Safety Manager for 

the Chicago Business Unit of Quest Diagnostics.  Mr. Kaufman is responsible for the safety and 

health of 1400+ employees and 400+ vehicles.  Allan is a National Safety Council certified DDC in-

structor and a certified Fleet Safety Manager Instructor.  Allan is also a Six Sigma Green Belt, certi-

fied RCRA and hazmat manager and a CPR/AED instructor.  He has presented to various groups 

and organizations of a variety of safety topics. 

 

Presentation Topic:  YOU CAN DRIVE ME TO DISTRACTION!  

If you have 1 vehicle which is driven on company business you have a fleet.  Today there are over 1 

million people at any time day or night talking on their cell phones while driving a moving vehicle.  

This presentation will focus on all types of vehicle distractions and other safe driving practices, such 

as speeding, tailgating, aggressive driving and more.  A study by the National Highway Traffic 

Safety Administration and Virginia Tech Transportation Institute showed that simple distractions 

caused 80 percent of the crashes and 65 percent of the near-crashes observed.  Motor vehicle acci-

dents are the #1 cause of employee death and injury.

Starting this month and following up in subsequent month's we will be featuring a new series of articles called  

"Remember When."  These informative articles will bring back memories for some and open the eye's of others to the 
history of our Chapter.  Long being a challenge, we can thank David Berg (our Chapter Historian) for his tireless efforts 
in gathering our historical documents and to the rest of our Chapter Historical Committee for their work in preserving 
them for all to enjoy. 

 What would we be today without a true leader or visionary ? Let's start this venture at the beginning the year 1948, a 

group of " Safety Engineers," one emerges above all else, our 1st President "George Greenwood." 

  

Background 

 

 In August of 1948, a small group of safety professionals from Chicago , including George Green-

wood, Chairman of the Safety Engineering Society of Greater Chicago, formed an organizing com-
mittee with the expressed purpose of securing chapter status with the ASSE. At this time, there 
were fewer than 45 Chapters nationwide.  E.S. Beaumont was the elected the 1

st
 Chair of this 

ASSE Organizing Committee.  

 

 Over the course of the next year, the committee began holding regular meetings and developed a 
Constitution and By-Laws, in harmony with the ASSE National Constitution and By-Laws. Member-
ship grew over this period.  

 

 At the same time, in 1949, ASSE National held its first official elections. Along with E.C. McFad-
den as President, E.S. Beaumont (the Greater Chicago Organizing Committee Chair) was elected 
as Treasurer.  

 

 On March 30, 1950, 19 months after the formation of the organizing committee, ASSE forwarded 
a ñLetter of Recommendationò to the organizing committee with a unanimous recommendation that 
chapter status be granted.  

 

 The Greater Chicago Chapter of ASSE was incorporated on April 15, 1950, making it the 45
th
 

chapter of the ASSE. George Greenwood is elected as the 1
st
 Chapter President. 
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 George William Greenwood 

 Mr. Greenwood, as Chairman of the Safety Engineering Society of Greater Chicago, filed the original admis-
sion request to gain ASSE Chapter status on August 17, 1948. As a result, Mr. Greenwood was elected to 
serve as the first President of the newly formed ASSE Greater Chicago Chapter for the 1950-51 Chapter 
years. 

  

Mr. Greenwood career, as a safety professional, was very impressive. He was Safety Director for Western 
Electricôs Hawthorne Works from 1944 thru 1975. During this time, among his other responsibilities, he in-
vested significant research efforts towards power press safety and eye safety. He published numerous arti-
cles and he was Chairman of various ANSI standards, including,  B11.1 Power Press; Z16.1 Method of Re-
cording and Measuring Work Injury Experience; and Z16.2 Method of Recording Basic Facts, Work Injuries. 

  

Mr. Greenwood was directly involved in the safety of personnel on Western Electricôs DEW Line project men-
tioned above as well as similar government projects involving thousands of workers and complex safety is-
sues.  

  

Another complimentary fact, during the later part of the 1950ôs, Mr. Greenwood, on loan from Western Elec-
tric, acted as safety officer for the Mercury Space Program.  

  

In between his many work responsibilities, Mr. Greenwood focused his safety knowledge on professional and 
scholastic organizations. For ASSE, in addition to his Chapter position, he was elected Region V Vice Presi-
dent; he was a member of the Finance Committee as well as the Board of Directors. In addition to ASSE, he 
represented the NSC, Veterans of Safety, the Greater Chicago, Cicero and Downers Grove Safety Councils. 
Mr. Greenwood assisted the University of Illinois in developing their safety program and conducted safety re-
search as a fellow in Safety at the center for Safety of New York University. 

  

Finally, it is fitting to end with a letter from then Governor Adlai E. Stevenson to Mr. Greenwood, personally 
thanking him, as Chairman of the Committee on Accident Records, Analysis and Uses, for his efforts at the 
1950 Illinois Governorôs Conference on Industrial Safety.  

  

Quote: ñNow that the Governorôs Conference on Industrial Safety has been so successfully completed, I 
should like to take this opportunity of thanking you personally for the invaluable services rendered by you as 
Chairman of the Committee...I feel under great obligation to you for having taken the time from your busy life 

to participate so actively in this endeavorò End Quote.  

Thank you George, from all of us at the Greater Chicago Chapter of ASSE!

Hepatitis B Vaccination and Post -Exposure Follow -Up Procedures  

Q. Who must be offered the hepatitis B vaccination? 

A. The hepatitis B vaccination series must be made available to all employees who have occupa-

tional exposure. The employer does not have to make the hepatitis B vaccination available to em-

ployees who have previously received the vaccination series, who are already immune as their anti-

body tests reveal, or who are prohibited from receiving the vaccine for medical reasons. 

Q. When should the hepatitis B vaccination be offered to employees? 

A. The hepatitis B vaccination must be made available within 10 working days of initial assignment, 

after appropriate training has been completed. This includes arranging for the administration of 

the first dose of the series. In addition, see page 17 for vaccination of designated first aiders. 

Q. Can pre-screening be required for hepatitis B titer? Post-screening? 

A. No. The employer cannot require an employee to take a pre-screening or post-vaccination sero-

logical test. An employer may, however, decide to make pre-screening available at no cost to the 

employee. Routine post-vaccination serological testing is not currently recommended by the CDC 

unless an employee has had an exposure incident, and then it is also to be offered at no cost to the 

employee. 

Q. If an employee declines the hepatitis B vaccination, can the employer make up a declination 

form? 

A. If an employee declines the hepatitis B vaccination, the employer must ensure that the employee 

signs a hepatitis B vaccination declination. The declinationôs wording must be identical to that 

found in Appendix A of the standard. A photocopy of the Appendix may be used as a declination 

form, or the words can be typed or written onto a separate document. 

Q. Can employees refuse the vaccination? 

A. Employees have the right to refuse the hepatitis B vaccine and/or any post-exposure evaluation 

and follow-up. Is important to note, however, that the employee needs to be properly informed of 

the benefits of the vaccination and post-exposure evaluation through training. The employee also 

has the right to decide to take the vaccination at a later date if he or she so chooses. The employer 

must make the vaccination available at that time.
